	HISTORY/FACTS/ISSUES:

	A Preliminary Engineering Study (PES) was completed in September, 2011 or the widening and reconstruction of C-466W from CR209 to US301.  The PES documented the need for the project, anticipated traffic, drainage, and environmental impacts of the preferred alternative (typical roadway sections and conceptual plans), community input, and the BOCC decision to select the preferred alternative.  The preferred alternative generally consists of widening the existing two-lane section to a three-lane section with sidewalks and bicycle lanes.  The project also includes coordination with the Florida Department of Transportation (FDOT) to connect this project to the FDOT's planned improvements at the C-466W/US301 intersection. 
The County issued a Request for Qualifications (RFQ) #002-0-2012/AT, and selected Kimley-Horn and Associates (KHA) to complete the necessary public involvement activities, engineering design, permitting, develop a complete set of roadway construction plans, right-of-way (ROW) acquisition support and bid documents/bidding assistance for the proposed improvements to C-466W from CR209 to US301 for a total distance of 1.0 miles.

The BOCC approved the selection of KHA in March, 2012 and authorized the PWD to negotiate the design and permitting contract with KHA for the C-466W widening project.

After negotiations, PWD and KHA have agreed on an amount of $450,000.00, which includes a lump sum for design, survey and mapping and geotechnical services, and a not to exceed amount for public involvement, permitting and early ROW acquisition support activities.  See attached.

There will be an amendment to this contract to obtain appraisal, surveying, estimating, and design to cure impacted properties and complete the land acquisition, after we reach the 90% design level and ROW requirements are better established.  A task budget of $120,000 has been estimated for this work; however, this amendment will be negotiated separately and brought before the Board for approval at a later date.

This contract also includes other optional services such as construction engineering and inspection (CEI), if desired by the Board.  These services will be negotiated separately if desired.

Attached are the scope of services and the scope of services and the professional services agreement for signatures.  Staff recommends approval.
