	HISTORY/FACTS/ISSUES:

	The Villages Bike Club will be sponsoring the second annual "We Ride for Kids" charity bike ride on March 16, 2013 within the Tri-County area of The Villages. This event is a charity bike ride and not a bike race. There will be a total of three separate bike routes and each will be a different distance in an effort to accommodate the abilities of the various riders who will participate in the event.

The Village Bicycle Club and Co-Ride Director, Mr. Ed Hankwitz, has been in contact with Lt. Wolfe of the Sumter County Sheriff's Office to request assistance with traffic control for each of the three routes. There will be no need to close any county roads for this event, as all riders must obey all bike traffic laws. In addition, it will be mandatory for all riders in this event to wear a helmet.  
It is a standard practice for biking events to paint small, soluble, water based  directional arrows and signs at the intersections of the 30 and 62 mile ride that will warn motorists of the presence of cyclists.  Public Works has no objections to the temporary placement of these arrows and signs. All signs will be removed immediately following the charity bike ride. The first bike course should start at 8:00 a.m. and all bike courses should be completed by noon.

The Villages Bike Club has also requested to use the Marsh Bend (Outlet Park) for a rest and refueling stop for the event riders. Public Works supports this request.
