HISTORY/FACTS/ISSUES:

The mosquito season for 2012 has been an exceedingly active mosquito season, due to drought
conditions prior to flooding conditions. Mosquito Control emergency operations planning with an
increased concern for public health through arbovirus detection (Fastern Equine Encephalitis, St. Louis
Encephalitis, West Nile Virus), is necessary to ensure all aspects of public health safety are considered.

The Seminole County Mosquito Control Department currently has a contract agreement in place with
Vector Disease Control International, LLC, for aerial adult mosquito control applications. Per Sumter
County Board of County Commissioners Purchasing Policies and Procedures, Section 903, piggyback
of such contract is granted upon Board of County Commissioners approval.

Contract provisions include; contract agreement is considered on-call services, in which Sumter County
pays no fees unless aerial applications are performed. The contract agreement will remain effective
until December 31, 2012. If a letter of terminination is not received by Vector Control Disease
International LLC, at least 30 days prior to the termination date, this contract will be automatically
renewed for a period of one year, at no cost to Sumter County.
