HISTORY/FACTS/ISSUES:

Through the course of subsequent revisions to Sumter County’s Land Development Regulations 
(LDR), the designations of many zoning districts have been modified. However, these changes 
have sometimes not been reflected for the designated properties on the Official Zoning Map, 
resulting in parcels currently retaining designations for which there are no actual standards 
reflected in the LDR. The proposed amendment establishes a table of equivalencies and 
standards for application of the table to directly relate all obsolete zoning classifications to 
existing designations in order to clearly establish the development standards for these properties. 

Florida Statutes Section 125.66 requires two public hearings prior to adoption of amendments to 
the LDR related to changes to permitted uses. The proposed public hearing is the final of the two 
required. Subsequent to the public hearing staff requests consideration and adoption of the 
proposed amendment by the Board.
