	HISTORY/FACTS/ISSUES:

	On February 28, 2012, the Board of County Commissioners (BOCC) approved a public hearing for 5 PM, on March 13, 2012 at 910 Main Street, Bushnell FL, 33513 to consider an amendment to an Ordinance of Chapter 20, Article II, Sumter County Code relating to Vacating and Closing of Roads, Rights-of-Way and Public Easements;  in addition staff requested the BOCC approve the updated Vacating of Roads, Rights-of Way  and Easements Checklist.
A recent road closing petition revealed additional safe guards are needed within the current ordinance and checklist to ensure any future petition includes sufficient information to allow staff to fully review the vacating and road closing application for affects on others and adjacent property owners.  
The checklist is expanded to include safe guards to ensure that proper notice and information is provided, and places the burden of several items on the petitioner. The changes include, but are not necessarily limited to the items listed below.
       1. The process starts and ends with the Public Works Division (PWD)
       2. Three (3) originals of all supporting documents will be required
       3. Certified legal description of property to be vacated

       4. Land title search will be required at the expense of the petitioner

       5. A Quit Claim Deed transferring ownership to be provided by the petitioner
       6. The petitioner shall file all mail receipts with the PWD prior to the Executive Summary going to the BOCC
       7. A survey will be required at the expense of the petitioner
See attached amended Ordinance of Chapter 20, Article II, Sumter County Code relating to Vacating and Closing of Roads, Rights-of-Way and Public Easements, and the updated Vacating of Roads, Rights-of Way  and Easements Checklist.

Subject to the results of the public hearing, Staff recommends approval.
