	HISTORY/FACTS/ISSUES:

	In October 2011 Sumter and Lake counties entered into an Interlocal Agreement which allowed Sumter County to operate certain 800 MHz radios on the Lake County Public Safety Radio System. The agreement allows Sumter County's EMS transport provider to communicate with Villages Public Safety units which currently operate on the Lake County radio system. That agreement indicated the specific number of radio users to be operated on the Lake County system within the scope of the agreement. Since instituting the agreement, due to the increased number of ambulances now deployed within Sumter County, there is now a need to operate additional radios on the Lake County radio system. This amendment will modify the agreement allowing the ability to add additional radio users on the Lake County radio system. The modification will also allow for additional units to be added as needed through a written administrative agreement approved by the County Administrator of each County.
