HISTORY/FACTS/ISSUES: 
Sumter Disaster Animal Response Team (DART) is a not-for-profit volunteer team working in 
conjunction with Sumter County’s Emergency Management and Animal Control Services 
Department (ESF-17) to handle emergency situations pertaining to displaced animals during 
disaster events including feeding, watering, and care. 
 
This agreement allows DART to use with no charge the County’s fuel bay for the DART vehicles 
and to use the County’s water supply when assisting the County to provide animal rescue 
services during emergencies. 
 
This year’s renewal includes a fee schedule.  The fee schedule is required by FEMA for 
reimbursement criteria.  The per day fee schedule will only apply during an actual EOC 
activation.  It will not apply for Animal Control Services to use DART services for hoarding or 
cruelty cases.
