HISTORY/FACTS/ISSUES: 
While Sumter County Public Works staff was not present at a recent meeting including Ms. Osteen, 
Mr. Farner of Farner Barley and Associates, Inc., and the Southwest Florida Water Management 
District (SWFWMD) staff, it is understood that a modified stormwater management plan previously 
approved by the Board of County Commissioners, was conceptually approved by the SWFWMD staff. 
The proposed modifications do not impact Sumter County in a major fashion, most changes were at the 
request of Ms. Osteen to lessen stormwater runoff construction impacts to her yard and property. 
 
Sumter County Public Works staff requests approval to modify the current contract with Volkert & 
Associates, Inc. to include engineering and permitting, if required, of a low grade berm on the east side 
of Ms. Osteen’s property and adjacent to CR 115.  In reviewing this matter with SWFWMD staff, Gary 
Kuhl, Public Works Director, was told that SWFWMD will not require the berm, but none-the-less, 
Ms. Osteen has requested the berm be constructed by the county. The cost of the Volkert services will 
be $8,000 if no SWFWMD permit is required, $10,500 if a SWFWMD permit is required. 
 
Mr. Robert Farner is requesting consideration by the Board to “open cut” CR 115 to place stormwater 
runoff pipe-works underground, as to remove stormwater runoff from Ms. Osteen’s property and direct 
it to a stromwater pond on the east side of CR 115. Public Works staff has reviewed this request by Mr. 
Farner and they do not find any technical or structural issues with his request. However, the Board 
maintains a policy (attached) strongly discouraging this “open cut” practice. There may be some 
concern about setting a precedent should the Board approve this request. CR 115 is the entry road to 
Lake Miona Park and does not normally experience a high level of traffic or heavy truck traffic. Farner 
Barley & Associates is accepting the bulk of the construction costs, including construction of a new 
stormwater pond,  to improve the stormwater management system in the area.
