HISTORY/FACTS/ISSUES:

In February 2011, the U.S. Census Bureau is scheduled to release 2010 population data for each state to
provide for the process of reapportionment of state legislative districts as well as county legislative
districts.

Article VIII, Section 1(e), Florida Constitution, and Chapter 124, Florida Statutes, requires each county
to evaluate the results of each decennial Federal Census to reapportion the county commission districts.

The proposed schedule for reapportionment is:
(1) February 2011: Receive 2010 county population data from U.S. Census;

(2) March — April 2011: Analysis of 2010 county population data to develop revised county
commission districts;

(3) April 2011: Board review and approval of revised county commission districts;

(4) April — May 2011: Publish public notice of revised county commission districts in newspaper once
each week for two consecutive weeks;

(5) May 2011: Enter proof of publication of public notice into Board minutes and send revised county
commission districts to the Florida Department of State.

The County Administrator will direct and prepare the revised county commission districts for the
Board’s acceptance.
